Your year-ahead  
waste and recycling calendar

WEEK COMMENCING2026/27

When will my bins 
or sacks be emptied? 
Black and green bins are 
collected weekly.
Blue and red bins or sacks will 
be collected on alternate weeks, 
blue one week and red the next.

 �The black bin or sack is for 
rubbish that cannot be recycled
 �The blue lid bin is for plastic, 
metal and glass
 ��The red lid bin is for clean, 
dry cardboard and paper
 ��The green bin is for food 
and garden waste

On collection day,  
please… 

 �Put your bin out by 7am
 �Ensure the bin lid is fully closed 
and the handle is pointing 
towards the roadside
 �Return your bins to your 
property once emptied

Do’s and Don’ts
 �Do put all food and garden waste 
in the green bin all year round

 �Do put recycling loose into 
the recycling bins

 �Do make sure recycling items 
are empty, clean and dry

 ��Don’t put your bins or sacks out 
earlier than 5pm the day before 
your collection day

 �Don’t leave loose waste or sacks 
next to your bin as they won’t 
be collected

 �Don’t put the wrong items into 
your bin or sacks as they may 
not be collected
