Posts- Dimensions: 75x150. Not exceeding 1800 and at all changes in level and direction
to stand 1300 above ground. Posts may be supported by rammed backfill or ST4 concrete.
Surplus material shall be spread and levelled to sides of the posts to grade in with existing
ground levels. Set vertical in each direction, and the level of the fence shall generally follow
the profile of the existing ground, with the tops of the posts running in a line.

Notes: all fencing material and construction shall be in accordance with the requirements
of BS 1722-Part 7. Timber- all timber to be sawn finish softwood, pressure impregnated with
preservative and with no stain. Sample to be approved by engineer on site prior to procurement.

6. Barbed wire shall not be used
adjacent to footways/footpaths.

7. Rails to be connected to the posts
on the opposite side to the
carriageway.

9. The wooden post and rail fences
shall comply with BS1722 Part 7.
